The former Delhi chief
minister said that attempts to
disrupt his work would not
deter him.

"They did not put me in jail
because 1 did something
wrong but because they want
to halt the work I am doing. I
am ready to go to jail 100
times as long as I have the
blessings of the people of
Delhi," he said.

The upcoming Delhi
Assembly elections, expected
to be held in February 2025,
will determine the fate of the
70-member House.

Fraudsters call Indore cop

Some online fraudsters got
their target and timing hor-
ribly wrong on Sunday after
they attempted to "digitally
arrest” a senior police official
with an automated call over
"credit card misuse” while he
was addressing a press con-
ference in Indore in Madhya
Pradesh.

"The caller informed that I
had misused my credit card
and as aresult a case had been
registered with Andheri West
police station in Mumbai. I
was having a press briefing at
the time. I was told my bank
account would be blocked
and was asked to visit the
police station in two hours,"
Additional Deputy
Commissioner of Police
(ADCP) of Indore crime
branch Rajesh Dandotia said.

The official said he told the
caller he would not be able to
make it to Mumbai from
Indore at such short notice.

"The caller told me he
would connect me to some-
one from the police station.

“l was told my bank
account would be
blocked and was
asked to visit the
police station in two

hours”
—
He then connected me to
another person, who asked
me to wait. He said he would
talk to his senior officer to see
if my statement could be
recorded via video call. When
he saw me in police uniform,
he immediately disconnected
the video call," the official nar-
rated.

Dandotia said he asked
media persons to record a
video so that people can be
made aware of such cyber
crimes and digital arrest.

Digital arrest is a modus
operandi of cyber criminals
who threaten a person with
arrest, force the person to
remain confined in a room
while keeping him or her
under electronic surveillance
and then extort money on the
pretext of "clearing” him or
her of charges.

None of the 38 monitoring
stations in Delhi recorded AQI
in the severe category on
Sunday, compared to 20 sta-
tions that recorded severe air
quality the previous day,
according to the SAMEER
app, which provides hourly
updates on the National Air
Quality Index.

An AQI between 0 and 50 is
considered "good," 51-100 "sat-
isfactory," 101-200 "moderate,"
201-300 "poor," 301-400 "very
poor,” 401-450 "severe," and
above 450 "severe plus."

CPCB data identified PM2.5
as the primary pollutant, with
its levels recorded at 138 at 3
pm.
