Residents of sectors 68 to 75 are unlikely to
see relief from chronic waterlogging this
monsoon, with the GMDA set to miss its
Aug deadline for a key drainage project
in the area. The slow pace has prompted
GMDA to impose a penalty of Rs 5 crore
on the contractor.Conceived in 2022, the
project was aimed at plugging critical
gaps in drainage infrastructure across
these newly developed sectors along the
Southern Peripheral Road (SPR). The
project involves laying a 17.6-km
stormwater drainage network across
sectors 68 to 75 at a cost of Rs 51
crore.Though it received financial
approval in July 2024 with a completion
target of Aug this year, only about 20% of
the work has been done so far.“We have
imposed a penalty of Rs 5 crore on the
agency for slow execution and directed it
to expedite the work,” a GMDA official
said.The project entails construction of
RCC box-type drains of varying sizes to
channel rainwater from sectors 68 to 75A
into a master drain being developed
along the SPR, from Vatika Chowk to
NH-48. The system will ultimately flow
into the Badshapur (Leg-III) drain.

struggled with waterlogging in the area,
particularly at Darbaripur Road and
Tulip Chowk, which are inundated
during heavy rain. With key projects
behind schedule, residents may have to
brace for yet another monsoon marked
by flooded roads and disrupted
commutes.“The drainage work has been
going on at a snail’s pace.

Sweeping machine catches fire, MCG official
suspended over failure to report incident

Gurgaon.(Agency)

MCG on Wednesday suspended an official
for not reporting a fire incident. The
sweeping machine caught fire at Mor
Chowk (Civil Lines) early Tuesday, and
the senior sanitary inspector (SSI)
deployed there failed to inform officials
about the incident.Exercising powers
under the Haryana Civil Services
(Punishment and Appeal) Rules, 2016,
the civic body placed SSI Harsh Chawla
under immediate suspension pending
disciplinary proceedings. The issue came
up for discussion during a sanitation
review meeting held on Wednesday, in
which the MCG commissioner, Pradeep
Dabhiya, sought answers from him on his
failure to inform the joint commissioner
or any other senior official about the
incident. The SSI could not be reached for
comment.An order issued by MCG states

that the failure to notify the concerned
joint commissioner or any senior official
amounted to "gross negligence,
dereliction of duty and non-performance",
potentially hampering timely response

and effective management of the situation.
Dahiya, in the meeting, said that
maintaining administrative discipline is

the top priority. "Negligence of any kind
or violation of protocol won't be tolerated.
Complaints against the concerned officer
regarding not taking public grievances
seriously and ignoring phone calls also
came to light, which also was taken
seriously," said the commissioner in
the meeting.After suspension, a
departmental inquiry also was
initiated to probe the incident, which
officials said was likely due to a short
circuit. The senior sanitary inspector
has been directed not to leave
headquarters without prior
permission and must report to the
designated official. As per rules of the
Haryana govt, he will be entitled to
subsistence allowance. The chief
accounts officer of MCG has been
instructed to release the allowance in
accordance with prescribed norms.

Northeast Frontier Railway Revises
Timings to Enhance Speed and Punctuality

Maligaon : Northeast Frontier
Railway (NFR) has undertak-
en a comprehensive revision
of the timings of several Mail/
Express and passenger trains
across its network with the
objective of improving punc-
tuality, enhancing operational
efficiency and ensuring faster
services for passengers. The
revised timings will be im-
plemented from 27th April
2026 for most services, while
certain trains will adopt the
new schedule from 24th April
and 28th April 2026. The re-
vision covers major divisions
including Katihar, Alipur-
duar, Rangiya, Lumding and
Tinsukia, and includes a wide
range of important train ser-
vices. Several trains such as
Farakka Express, Teesta Torsa
Express, Kulik Express, Garib
Nawaz Express, Paharia Ex-
press, Intercity Express and

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have undergone changes in
their arrival and departure
timings at multiple stations.

June.“Most of the work is completed and
only two drainage crossings are left,
including at Genpact and Tulip junction.
Work on the Sector 75-75A crossing is
ongoing, and we are aiming to complete
it before the monsoon,” the GMDA
official said.The Rs 105-crore Leg-IV
project, which will benefit sectors 68 to
80, is expected to reduce the load on the
existing Badshapur (Leg-III) drain, a key
outfall that often overflows during the
monsoon, flooding low-lying stretches
of the SPR.This project too, has seen
delays. Though it received
administrative approval in 2019, it
remained stuck in planning and
coordination stages for nearly three
years. Physical work began only in April
2023 and missed its original Oct 2024
deadline. Officials attributed early
delays to factors such as monsoon
disruptions, construction bans during
winter months due to air pollution, and
delayed permission for hillock removal
and high-tension power tower.At
present, Gurgaon’s stormwater is
channelled through three major master
drains — Sikanderpur (Leg-I), Sector 42
(Leg-1I) and Badshapur (Leg-III) — all
leading to the Najafgarh drain.

3 months gone after launch,
no operator yet to run Sadar
Bazar multilevel parking

More than three months after chief
minister Nayab Singh Saini
inaugurated the multi-level car parking
(MLCP) facility at Sadar Bazar, the
MCG on Tuesday initiated the process
to appoint a private agency for its
operation and management.The
selected agency will be responsible for
parking management and fee collection,
comprehensive facility management
services, and the operation and
maintenance of all installed systems
along with their annual maintenance
contracts (AMC), as well as the overall
upkeep of the premises, supply of
consumables, deployment of
manpower, and payment of utility
charges.The civic body spent Rs 54.6
crore on the construction of the parking
hub. The delay in appointing an
operator has sparked concerns over
planning and execution, especially for
a project positioned as a solution to
Sadar Bazar’s chronic traffic and
parking woes.“While the tenders were
floated twice earlier, none of the
applicants met the eligibility criteria
required for selection,” said an MCG
official. The move raises questions over
why a key urban infrastructure project,
aimed at easing congestion in one of the
city’s busiest markets, remained
without a full-fledged operational
framework months after its launch.

The project was originally scheduled to

be completed in Dec 2021. The
structure comprises three basement
levels along with a ground floor and six
upper floors, accommodating 294
equivalent car spaces (ECS). The
facility is equipped with 29 mechanical
stack parking systems installed in the
third basement, along with dedicated
electric vehicle infrastructure,
including 10 charging points each for
cars and two-wheelers.The stalled
parking facility is not an isolated case
but part of a wider pattern across
Haryana. Across the state, of 737
projects announced by the CM in the
last few years, 148 are still unfinished.
This includes 72 classified as pending
and 76 listed as in progress.

Lawyers say basic documents not given, can’t
move hail pleas for Noida protest accused

Lawyers representing three labour activists
taken into custody by Noida police for
allegedly inciting violence during the
April 13 industrial workers’ protest in the
city said on Wednesday they were unable
to move bail applications in court as they
had neither received copies of the arrest
memo nor the remand application filed by
police.Kabir and Manik Gupta, counsel
for Aditya Anand -- who police have
identified as the main conspirator --
Satyam Verma and Himanshu Thakur,
said they had also strongly objected to the
arrests, citing violation of procedure.
“The arrests are illegal because they were
carried out without following due
procedure under law. Unless the grounds
(of arrest) are disclosed and our client is
served with an arrest memo, the arrests
cannot be called legal,” Kabir said.The
accused are currently in judicial custody,
with a police request for remand set to be
heard on Thursday.Only two persons
among 43 individuals named in one of the
FIRs registered at Phase 2 police station,
the area that witnessed largescale
vandalism, linked to the April 13 protest
have applied for bail so far. Aakriti and
Srishti, both Delhi University students,
were arrested along with fellow accused
Rupesh Roy and Manisha on April 11
after a preceding protest by a section of

industrial workers on April 10.So far, nine
FIRs linked to the protests have been
registered at five police stations in the
city, naming 203 people. Sector
63 and Phase 2 police stations
have registered three FIRs each.
The cases have been filed under
various BNS sections, Section 7
of Criminal Law Amendment Act
and Section 3/4 of Prevention of
Damage to Public Property
Act.Four persons not named in
the FIRs, Ankesh Rawal, Rudra
Pratap, Prabal Pratap and
Shobhit, have, meanwhile, filed
bail applications. The FIRs have
also been filed against
‘unknown’, which leaves scope
for police to include more names as the
investigation progresses.

Rajnish Yadav, the lawyer representing
Aakriti, said her bail application would be
heard on Thursday by the special judge,
SC/ST court. “Police may file for their
remand as the gadgets confiscated from
them are in the police station,” he said.

Yadav agreed with other defence counsel
that putting together a legal fight was
proving to be a challenge in the absence of
basic documents. “We ran from pillar to
post to get a copy of the remand
application and many people arrested are
from other states who do not have a bailer

here. They have not got an arrest memo,”
he said.Advocate Kabir added, “Under
the IT Act, once any gadget or digital
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device is seized by police, they must
generate a hash value, which is an
algorithm for authenticating electronic
records. It creates a unique, immutable
‘digital fingerprint’ of data, ensuring data
integrity and allowing verification of
electronic signatures, but in this case,
police have not followed that as well.”
One of the prosecutors told TOI they had
objected to defence interventions in
applications for police remand. “It is in
the interest of proper investigation that
police get a chance to interrogate them
and take into its custody evidence that
may prove important in the due course,” a

prosecutor said. Noida Police
commissioner Laxmi Singh told TOI all
legal documents had been shared with the
defence as well as with
court.Verma (62) is the Hindi
editor of a book titled
‘Documents of Bhagat Singh and
his comrades’. He also wrote for
Mazdoor Bigul, a monthly
newspaper for workers. He
completed his schooling from
Gorakhpur and his
postgraduation from BHU.
Mazdoor Bigul, after which the
organisation Mazdoor Bigul
Dasta that police claim is behind
the April 13 violence is named, is
distributed from Janchetna
bookshop in Lucknow.Katyayini, a friend
of Satyam and a poet-author, told TOI on
Wednesday, “Satyam has been a
journalist for 20 years with UNI Lucknow
and Delhi, and specialises in translating
complex texts, including medical, IT,
legal, literature and philosophical works,
from English to Hindi. His work includes
translations of The Peasant by Honore de
Balzac, The Jungle by Upton Sinclair, and
short stories by Jack London and Mark
Twain.” His father Lal Bahadur Verma
was a historian, author and academic who
taught at Gorakhpur and Allahabad
universities.
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
